The History

The first president, George Washington, selected the site
in 1791 and a competition design submitted by Irish-born
architect James Hoban was chosen a year later. During the
War of 1812, the British set fire to The White House and James
Hoban was appointed to rebuild it. Completed once again

in 1817, there have been countless renovations and additions
since.

The building we see today was added in 1942,
primarily to cover the construction of an underground shelter
and emergency operations center for Franklin D Roosevelt.
Traditionally the East Wing now serves as office space for
the first lady and her staff.

It was Thomas Jefferson who first proposed adding
one-story extensions east and west of the presidential
mansion. A century later William Howard Taft officially
moved the president's working room to the West Wing,
creating the Oval Office we know today. It's from here
the president addresses the American public on TV and
where he confers with staff and visiting heads of state.
